Welcome to Kindergarten. During this class students will work individually, in pairs and in small groups. Kindergarten is a fast paced, intensive program that explores all facets of learning from reading and math. Students are expected to stay on task and do their best at all times. 

Our School will focus on these “10” ESSENTIAL RULES School Wide.

1. RESPONDING TO ADULTS:  When responding to any adult, you must answer by saying “Yes ma’am” or “No sir.”  Just nodding your head or saying any other form of yes or no is not acceptable.

2. MAKING EYE CONTACT:  Make eye contact.  When someone is speaking, keep your eyes on him or her at all times.  If someone makes a comment, turn and face that person.

3. CONGRATULATING A CLASSMATE:  If someone in the class wins a game or does something well, we will congratulate that person.  Claps should be of at least three seconds in length with the full part of both hands meeting in a manner that will give the appropriate clap volume. 

4. RESPECT OTHER STUDENTS’ COMMENTS, OPINIONS, AND IDEAS: During discussions, respect other students’ comments, opinions, and ideas. When possible, make statements like, “I agree with John, and I also feel that…..” or “I disagree with Sara.  She made a good point, but I feel that …..” or “I think Victor made an excellent observation, and it made me realize…..”

5. ALWAYS SAY THANK YOU WHEN GIVEN SOMETHING:  Always say thank you when I give you something .If you do not say it within three seconds after receiving the item, I will take it back.  There is no excuse for not showing appreciation. 

6. WHEN A SUBSTITUTE TEACHER IS PRESENT, AL CLASS RULES STILL APPLY:  When you are with a substitute teacher, you will obey the same rules that you follow when I am with you. 
7. WHEN WALKING IN  LINE, KEEEP YOUR ARMS AT YOUR SIDE AND MOVE QUIETLY:  When in a line, walk single file, two to three feet behind the person in front of you with your arms at your sides. You should face forward at all times.  There will be absolutely no talking. 

8. NEVER CUT IN LINE:  If someone cuts in front of you, do not say or do anything about it. Let it happen, but let an adult know about it.  The ADULT will handle the situation.  
9. IF ANYONE IS BULLYING YOU, LET ME KNOW:  If any child in this school is bothering you, let me know.  I am your teacher, and I am her to look after you and protect you.  I will not let anyone in the school bully you or make you feel uncomfortable.

10. NO MATTER THE CIRCUMSTANCES, ALWAYS BE HONEST: No matter what the circumstances, always be honest.  Even if you have done something wrong, it is best to admit it to me, because I will respect that, and often times I will forget any disciplinary measures because of your honesty. 

HOMEWORK: 

Homework is expected to be fully completed before class and done only by the student.  Points will be deducted from late assignments and for being completed by someone other than the student. 
PARTICIPATION: 

Participation is one of the most important parts of being successful in Kindergarten. The more that you practice your sight words, letter naming/sounds, numbers and math facts in class and in front of the group, the better you will be at it. I encourage everyone to participate every day. Parents, your child will receive a participation grade of 5/5 weekly for participating in classroom activities. You must be a team player and try to do each activity.
